
EXECUTIVE TALK  
 GLOBAL WARMING: CLIMATE CHANGE ADAPTATION 

 
 
Pada 22 Disember 2009 telah berlangsung program ñExecutive Talk ï Global 

Warming: Climate Change Adaptationò anjuran bersama Jabatan Meteorologi 

Malaysia (JMM) dengan pihak Southeast Asia Disaster Prevention Research 

Institute (SEADPRI), Universiti Kebangsaan Malaysia (UKM)  bertempat di Dewan 9, 

Pusat Konvensyen Antarabangsa Putrajaya (PICC), Putrajaya. Program ini telah 

dirasmikan oleh Y.Bhg. Datoô Ketua Setiausaha, Kementerian Sains Teknologi dan 

Inovasi (MOSTI). 

 

Penceramah yang dijemput untuk memberi syarahan ialah Dr. Philipp Schmidt-

Thomé yang merupakan pakar luar negara dari Geological Survey of Finland (GTK) 

yang kini sedang giat menjalankan kolaborasi dengan pihak UKM dalam bidang 

kajian sains alam sekitar.  

 

Program ini diadakan bertujuan untuk meningkatkan pengetahuan berkaitan 

perubahan iklim dan mempelajari pengalaman terutamanya dari negara Eropah 

tentang kaedah penyesuaian yang boleh diambil dalam mengurangkan risiko akibat 

perubahan iklim. Pengetahuan dan maklumat tentang perubahan iklim dan 

penyesuaian terhadapnya adalah penting bagi membolehkan tindakan yang tepat 

dan efektif dapat diambil dalam usaha menangani sebarang masalah akibat 

daripada perubahan iklim dan pemanasan global.  

 

Seramai 170 peserta yang terdiri daripada  kakitangan yang mewakili agensi-agensi 

di bawah MOSTI, UKM dan institusi-institusi yang berkaitan telah mengikuti program 

ini. Pembentangan ilmiah ini telah membincangkan tentang penyesuaian masyarakat 

mahupun strategi sebagai persediaan menghadapi perubahan iklim jangka masa 

panjang. Pembentangan ilmiah ini telah dapat memberi maklumat dan informasi 

secara langsung serta efektif kepada para peserta mengenai isu pemanasan global 

yang kian meruncing. Di samping itu para peserta telah didedahkan dengan  konsep 

dan strategi penyesuaian yang boleh diimplementasikan bagi menangani masalah 

perubahan iklim sejagat.

LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, 

 

THE 4TH ASSESSMENT REPORT BY THE INTERGOVERNMENTAL 

PANEL ON CLIMATE CHANGE (IPCC) PUBLISHED IN 2007 HAS 

WARNED THAT THE WARMING OF THE EARTHôS CLIMATE 

SYSTEM IS UNEQUIVOCAL. THE WARMING HAS RESULTED NOT 

ONLY IN INCREASED GLOBAL AVERAGE SURFACE AIR AND 

OCEAN TEMPERATURES BUT ALSO INCREASED WEATHER 



EXTREMES, MELTING OF ICE IN THE POLAR REGION AND SEA 

LEVEL RISE. 

 

MANY SCIENTISTS BELIEVED THAT GLOBAL WARMING WILL ALSO 

LEAD TO INCREASE IN CLIMATE VARIABILITY AND THIS WILL 

FURTHER ENHANCE THE WEATHER EXTREMES. OF GREAT 

CONCERN TO US IS THE INCREASE IN THE NUMBER OF SEVERE 

STORMS, TYPHOONS AND TORRENTIAL RAINS THAT RESULTED 

IN FLOODS. THESE EVENTS HAVE BECOME MORE FREQUENT 

AND INTENSE IN MANY PARTS OF THE WORLD, AND ASIA IS 

PARTICULARLY VULNERABLE TO THESE HAZARDS. OVER THE 

PAST FEW YEARS, WE HAVE WITNESSED AN INCREASE IN 

DAMAGE DUE TO THE EXTREME WEATHER EVENTS IN 

SOUTHEAST ASIA ITSELF. 

 

WE IN MALAYSIA HAD EXPERIENCED MORE EXTREME WEATHER 

EVENTS OVER THE PAST FEW YEARS. FOR EXAMPLE, IN 

DECEMBER 2005, WE EXPERIENCED WIDESPREAD MONSOON 

FLOODS AFFECTING THE STATES OF PERLIS AND KEDAH. AGAIN 

IN DECEMBER 2006 AND JANUARY 2007, MONSOONAL RAIN 

RESULTED IN UNPRECEDENTED FLOODS IN JOHORE, MALACCA 

AND SOUTHERN PAHANG. 

 

LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, 

 

THE NEGOTIATIONS AT THE UNITED NATIONS FRAMEWORK 

CONVENTION ON CLIMATE CHANGE IN PARTICULAR AT 

COPENHAGEN IS CRUCIAL TO OUR EFFORTS IN TACKLING 

CLIMATE CHANGE. WE ARE AWARE THAT WHAT EVER 



LIMITATIONS IN GHG EMISSION IS TAKEN TODAY, SOME LEVEL 

OF WARMING OF THE EARTH WILL TAKE PLACE. HENCE, 

ADAPTATION TO CLIMATE CHANGE IS A NECESSITY. MANY 

DEVELOPED COUNTRIES HAVE ALREADY PUT IN PLACE THEIR 

ADAPTATION BLUEPRINT SINCE THE 1990S. THE SHARING OF 

EXPERIENCES AND EXCHANGE OF INFORMATION ON THESE AND 

ON OTHER AREAS SUCH AS CLIMATE-RELATED RISK 

MANAGEMENT WILL CERTAINLY CONTRIBUTE TO OUR 

UNDERSTANDING ON HOW TO DEAL WITH CLIMATE CHANGE AND 

ENABLE US TO MAINSTREAM ADAPTATION TO CLIMATE CHANGE 

AND DISASTER RISK REDUCTION INTO DEVELOPMENT PLANNING 

AND IMPLEMENTATION. FROM THE POLICYMAKERSô 

PERSPECTIVE, WITH REGARDS TO GLOBAL WARMING, IT IS 

NECESSARY TO KNOW THE BROADER SOCIO-ECONOMIC 

IMPLICATIONS OF OUR FUTURE WEATHER AND CLIMATE 

EXTREMES. IT IS CLEAR THAT IF THE PRIMARY RESOURCES ARE 

AFFECTED, THERE WOULD BE AN ADVERSE SOCIO-ECONOMIC 

IMPLICATION THAT FOLLOWS. 

 

 

I UNDERSTAND THAT THE MINISTRY OF NATURAL RESOURCES 

AND ENVIRONMENT (NRE) IS ENTRUSTED WITH THE 

RESPONSIBILITY IN THE PREPARATION OF THE SECOND 

NATIONAL COMMUNICATION TO THE UNITED NATIONS 

FRAMEWORK CONVENTION ON CLIMATE CHANGE (UNFCCC). 

THIS DOCUMENT WILL FURTHER INTEGRATE CLIMATE CHANGE 

ISSUES AND IMPACTS INTO THE NATIONAL AND LOCAL 

STRATEGIC AND DEVELOPMENT PLANS. I HAVE BEEN INFORMED 

THAT THE ECONOMIC PLANNING UNIT (EPU) IS ALSO 



UNDERTAKING A STUDY ON ñTHE ECONOMICS OF CLIMATE 

CHANGE IN MALAYSIAò. MOSTI TOO IS ALSO TAKING INITIATIVES 

TO ENHANCE INNOVATION AND RESEARCH INCLUDING ON 

GREEN TECHNOLOGY, GREEN GROWTH AND CLIMATE CHANGE. 

THE EXECUTIVE TALK THAT WE ARE HAVING TODAY IS AN 

EXAMPLE OF ONE OF THE INITIATIVES TAKEN.
