The program consists of 3 lectures on disaster management in Malaysia,
extreme weather and National Tsunami Early Warning Center (SAATNM) and
also forum session chaired by NSC involving disaster security agencies such as
Malaysia Fire and Rescue Department, State Health Department and Social
Welfare Department.
